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Ash Wednesday Reflections

Each year on Ash Wednesday ashes are smudged on our foreheads in the sign of the cross as we hear the words, “Remember
that you are dust, and to dust you shall retun.” Old and young come forward. Even little babies receive the mark—though it
seems impossible, they too will one day die.
